Section 1A,B,C: 

Philosophy of Ministry for 

Families, Children, and Youth of Grace Presbyterian Church 

The Philosophy for Ministry to Families, children, and youth of Grace Presbyterian Church is based on Ephesians 4:9-16. The church is called to equip families, children, and youth with the Word of God to do ministry in order to build up the body of Christ and glorify God. 
Family Ministry 
The equipping of families with God’s Word is done through several means: Primarily through the preaching of the word but also through home bible studies, children’s catechism, youth group meetings, an annual Mission Trip (Minnesota), and personal ministry to both children and youth as well as their parents. We believe the biblical model is clear that salvation primarily comes to our covenant children through the family. Therefore, it is our desire for the Children and Youth Ministry to work with the family, in the hope that mothers and fathers in particular will be wholeheartedly & enthusiastically involved in this ministry. We believe it is our responsibility to equip them with the means necessary to lead their children in Family Worship on a regular basis. 
Throughout the year many activities are planned to reinforce our purpose in ministry to the children and youth. Some activities are age specific and some are not but the activities are not to be the driving force behind this ministry, the gospel will be. However, activities will play a part in accomplishing the goals for the ministry. 

Children’s Ministry 

We believe that the following means assist the parents and equip our covenant children to serve God and others: Sunday School, Wednesday Night Catechism (see below for the What and Why of Catechism), Vacation Bible School, Hooked for Life, and personal ministry. 

The children’s Sunday School curriculum is taken from Great Commission Publications. This curriculum has a solid biblical foundation in which children learn the truths of God’s Word. Wednesday Night Catechism is done in conjunction with home bibles studies and is for grades K-6. The younger children are on a three-year cycle in which they learn the entire children’s catechism. The 9-11 age children learn the Shorter Catechism in a two-year cycle. Personal ministry to these children includes spending one on one time with them in pray, counseling, and fun as well as ministering to them where they are; at ballgames, lunch rooms, etc. 

What is catechism? 

History behind the Children’s Catechism: Written by Joseph P. Engels, a Presbyterian Elder in the 1830’s. He saw a need for children to learn the essentials of our faith. Therefore, he simplified the Westminster Confession of Faith into a series of questions, answers, and memory verses children could understand. 

The bible is the ultimate infallible authority from which the catechism finds its roots. In no way is the catechism held as infallible and authoritative but it is used as a basis for building Faith on biblical principles. 

Why do we teach it to our children? 

I Timothy 4:16 – “Watch your life and doctrine closely. Persevere in them, because if you do, you will save both yourself and your hearers.” 

We should teach our children the essentials of our faith. This can be done through all areas of our lives and should be. Every aspect of our lives is a teaching opportunity for our children. Therefore we are to point them to and teach them from the scriptures so they may see their need for Christ daily. 

The Children’s Catechism is a tool that can be used to do just that. This tool is to be used by the family to teach the principles of scripture. The Catechism taught on Wednesday nights is meant to reinforce the scriptures that are being taught at home. 

The Children’s Catechism of the PCA church is not the same Catechism taught by the Catholic church. 

PCA stance on our Catechism: This is what the scriptures teach. 

Catholic stance on their Catechism: This is what the church teaches. 

Youth Ministry 

We believe that the following means assist the parents and equip our covenant youth to serve God and others: Sunday School, weekly Youth Group meetings, Jr. and Sr. High RYM (Reformed Youth Movement), Assurance Weekend, and personal ministry. 

Weekly Youth Group gives the youth time to develop important relationships with one another through in-depth bible study, prayer, and worshiping God in music (Youth Group meeting consist of Jr. and Sr. High combined). A typical Youth Group includes: Singing of Hymns written to new tunes, Bible Study (includes both topical studies and expositionally studies thru books of the Bible), Prayer, and Games. We meet on Wednesday Evenings from 6:00 pm to 8:00 pm. 

The Sunday School curriculum for the youth includes a mix between Shorter Catechism, the Westminster Confession of Faith, various books of the bible, practical theology, and church history (Sunday School curriculum is based on a three year plan). 

Each summer the Youth Group goes to RYM summer conference for a week of incredible growth in God’s Word. This conference is held at two locations: Florida for Jr. High, and Colorado for Sr. High. Each February the Youth Group goes on ski trip called Assurance Weekend. This weekend includes both Jr. and Sr. High and we focus our attention on what God’s Word says about having assurance of our salvation. 

Personal ministry to the youth includes spending one on one time with them in pray, consoling, and fun as well as ministering to them where they are; at ballgames, lunch rooms, etc. 

Summary 

The ministry to our children and youth is threefold: 1. To point them to Christ thru his Word. 2. To point them to their parents as the God given authority in their lives. 3. To grow them in their fellowship with one another and the church. Both are done by God’s grace in order equip them to serve one another and to reach the lost with the love of Christ.

· Money should be raised outside the church as much as possible. If money is raised within the church fundraisers should try to encorporate the entire congregation not just the parents of the youth. 

· When fundraising in the community we should clearly advertise what the money is being raised for. 

· Fundraisers should be spread out and coordinated with the schedule of the church as to not create business for our people. 

· Remember we are a nonprofit organization. All fundraisers must be approved by the Elders.
